Frequently asked questions about membership:
Can I renew my membership online?
Yes! To do so, visit www.acui.org/renew. You will be prompted to enter in your membership ID 
number.  If you do not know your number, you can request it by calling ACUI at 812.245.2284 or 
by e-mailing acui@acui.org.
	
How many staff members can my institution select?
By default all institutions receive five staff memberships.  Member institutions can purchase 
additional memberships in blocks of five for $196.

What is an institutional contact?
This individual is the main contact for the institution.  All membership information and invoicing 
correspondence is sent to this person.  

Who can be part of my membership roster?
When an institution joins ACUI, the institution receives a number of individual memberships that 
can be given to professional staff members, students, faculty, other student affairs departments, 
vice presidents, chancellors, presidents, boards of trustees, or anyone else at the institution.

How do I update my personal profile?
Members can update their own profile, and *only* the institutional contact can update the 
roster.  Log in to the ACUI Web site with username and password.  Click on “My Profile” in the 
upper right corner.  Members can update personal information, address, password, etc.

How do I update our membership roster?
As the main contact with ACUI, you can designate who is listed on your membership roster 
through this Roster Management page. 
n	 Go to http://acui.org
n	 Log in (use the red login button on the top left of the page)
n	 Click “My Profile” in the upper right corner
n	 The left menu has options for all members such as account summary, personal information, 

change address, password, login, see previous orders, etc.  
n	 There are additional options for the main contact, which are links that are only viewable when 

the main contact is logged in. The additional links are: roster management, institution/com-
pany information, institution/company address.

The roster management page allows you to: 
n	 Edit information for the names that exist on your roster
n	 Add names to the roster, or 
n	 Remove the names of people who no longer belong on your roster.
n	 Use the icons located to the right of the person’s name to make changes: to edit, click the 

“pencil-and-paper” icon, to add a new person click on the green “+ADD” icon, to remove click 
on the red “X” icon. You can re-sort your roster information by clicking on the column titles: 
Member Type, First Name, Last Name, or Title.

n	 Institution/company information and address allows the main contact to edit the institution’s 
address.
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
